Attached is the information for nomination of players for All-Stars and Soccerfest. Please place the forms in a sealed envelope marked “Player Nominations”
and give to your Division Representative (communication box) no later than October 28th.

Coaches - please be sure to be there. If you cannot attend, please notify your Division Rep and make arrangements for your assistant coach to attend in your
place. Only one person can represent the team - either the coach or the assistant coach. No one else will be allowed to attend the meeting.

Here are some things to keep in mind when selecting players:

1) Remember, to be eligible for All-Star or Tournament play, a player must have played in at least %2 of the regular season games for which they were eligible
(games missed for late registration or doctor’s orders do not count against the player). If you have a question about player eligibility, please contact me.

2) All-Stars is a program for the most skilled players. Teams will play other All Star teams within Area S, Section 10. Games will be played in the Santa Clarita
Valley. All-Star play is on Sunday starting in early January. There will be a uniform rental fee plus a refundable deposit to be returned when the All-Star uniform
is returned in good shape.

3) In selecting players to be nominated for All-Stars, make sure the player and their parents understand they will be making a commitment to the team. Some
players may not be available for religious reasons (Sunday play) - please note this on your nomination form. Also remember the player’s first commitment is to
post season play for their regular season team (games & practices), then All-Stars, then Tournament play. Please determine if players (including club players)
are serious about being there for the All Star team before nominating them. However, please do not make any statement to players or parents that could be
interpreted as a promise before going into the meeting regarding All-Stars. All-Star players are selected by a vote of the coaches and the division representative
at this meeting.

4) Soccerfest is a Tournament for the enthusiastic player who loves the game, comes to all the practices, and is involved with AYSO (however remember that
All-Stars are ineligible). Soccerfest will be held the Friday and Saturday after Thanksgiving. It is put on by the combined efforts Regions in Area S. Teams are
scrambled with players from each Region, and compete in 3 skill events: Shooting, dribbling, and throw in accuracy. Teams will also have 3 games for fun.
Medals will be given to the top teams and shirts will be provided, players will wear their shorts and socks from their regular season uniform. There will be a
modest cost per player. We also expect parents of Soccerfest players to help out during the course of the day with the skill events.

5) The coaches will make their final selection for Soccerfest players prior to the player evaluation meetings. The number each team will be able to nominate will
be communicated to the coaches at the mid season coaches meeting. Please confirm with the parents of the child if they will be available prior to nominating
them.

6). Please turn in a copy of nhominated players registration form along with your nomination for both All Stars and Soccerfest
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Please note that due to the different numbers of children registered in different divisions, some divisions may be asked to nominate
more players than others. The number of nominations per team will be communicated to the coaches at the mid season coaches

meeting.

Remember these are nominations only and not all nominated players will be selected. Therefore, do not lead anybody to

believe they will have a position before the meeting.
